A seeming flaw at first
becomes a virtue as those who know her later seek the warmth of her
honesty. She desires love but craves sex, and can’'t seem to combine the two.

Mikey, 38, from London, runs the joint. He used to smuggle across the
English channel by boat until the tunnel between England and France
ruined his business. Since then he has tried to get himself clear of his
contacts and live a ‘straight’ life. This is easier said than done. He is an
ominous character, but tries to befriend all the clientele. Each, to a man, is
scared witless of his presence and ubiquitous presence.

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Giovanni has come to Amsterdam to find a
wife...in @ hurry. In order to win his mother’s
praise and inheritance, Giovanni must wed. He
believed Amsterdam would offer him the selec-
tion and willingness he needed, and so ended
being the cleaner at Pack Your Bags. His
advances on women, however, constantly, and
without fail, fall flat after the first night. Needless
to say he does little cleaning.
